1 Corinthians 4:1-2 [AMP] So then, let us who minister be regarded as 
servants of Christ and stewards [trustees, administrators] of the mysteries 
of God that He chooses to reveal. In this case, moreover, it is required [as 
essential and demanded] of stewards that one be found faithful and 
trustworthy. 

1 John 4:9-10 God showed how much he loved us by sending his one and 
only Son into the world so that we might have eternal life through him. This 
is real love not that we loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as 
a sacrifice to take away our sins. 
 
1 Peter 2:9 But you are not like that, for you are a chosen people. You are 
royal priests, a holy nation, God’s very own possession. As a result, you can 
show others the goodness of God, for he called you out of the darkness into 
his wonderful light. 

2 Thessalonians 2:13-14 As for us, we can’t help but thank God for you, 
dear brothers and sisters loved by the Lord. We are always thankful that 



God chose you to be among the first to experience salvation a salvation that 
came through the Spirit who makes you holy and through your belief in the 
truth. He called you to salvation when we told you the Good News; now you 
can share in the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ. 

Deuteronomy 7:7-9 The Lord did not set his heart on you and choose you 
because you were more numerous than other nations, for you were the 
smallest of all nations! Rather, it was simply that the Lord loves you, and he 
was keeping the oath he had sworn to your ancestors. That is why the Lord 
rescued you with such a strong hand from your slavery and from the 
oppressive hand of Pharaoh, king of Egypt. Understand, therefore, that the 
Lord your God is indeed God. He is the faithful God who keeps his covenant 
for a thousand generations and lavishes his unfailing love on those who love 
him and obey his commands. 

Deuteronomy 28:1-2 If you fully obey the Lord your God and carefully 
keep all his commands that I am giving you today, the Lord your God will set 
you high above all the nations of the world. You will experience all these 
blessings if you obey the Lord your God 

Ephesians 1:4-6 Even before he made the world, God loved us and chose 
us in Christ to be holy and without fault in his eyes. God decided in advance 
to adopt us into his own family by bringing us to himself through Jesus 
Christ. This is what he wanted to do, and it gave him great pleasure. So we 
praise God for the glorious grace he has poured out on us who belong to his 
dear Son. 

Ephesians 2:4-6 But God is so rich in mercy, and he loved us so much, 
that even though we were dead because of our sins, he gave us life when he 
raised Christ from the dead. It is only by God’s grace that you have been 
saved! For he raised us from the dead along with Christ and seated us with 
him in the heavenly realms because we are united with Christ Jesus. 

Ephesians 3:16-20 I pray that from his glorious, unlimited resources he 
will empower you with inner strength through his Spirit. Then Christ will 
make his home in your hearts as you trust in him. Your roots will grow down 
into God’s love and keep you strong. And may you have the power to 
understand, as all God’s people should, how wide, how long, how high, and 
how deep his love is. May you experience the love of Christ, though it is too 
great to understand fully. Then you will be made complete with all the 
fullness of life and power that comes from God. Now all glory to God, who is 
able, through his mighty power at work within us, to accomplish infinitely 
more than we might ask or think.  



Exodus 19:4-7 You have seen what I did to the Egyptians. You know how I 
carried you on eagles wings and brought you to myself. Now if you will obey 
me and keep my covenant, you will be my own special treasure from among 
all the peoples on earth; for all the earth belongs to me. And you will be my 
kingdom of priests, my holy nation. This is the message you must give to 
the people of Israel. So Moses returned from the mountain and called 
together the elders of the people and told them everything the Lord had 
commanded him.  

Exodus 19:5-6 Now if you will obey me and keep my covenant, you will be 
my own special treasure from among all the peoples on earth; for all the 
earth belongs to me. And you will be my kingdom of priests, my holy nation. 
This is the message you must give to the people of Israel. 

Genesis 12:1-3 The Lord had said to Abram, leave your native country, 
your relatives, and your father’s family, and go to the land that I will show 
you. I will make you into a great nation. I will bless you and make you 
famous, and you will be a blessing to others. I will bless those who bless you 
and curse those who treat you with contempt. All the families on earth will 
be blessed through you. 

Genesis 15:18 So the Lord made a covenant with Abram that day and said, 
I have given this land to your descendants, all the way from the border of 
Egypt to the great Euphrates River 

Genesis 17:7 I will confirm my covenant with you and your descendants[a] 
after you, from generation to generation. This is the everlasting covenant: I 
will always be your God and the God of your descendants after you. 

Hebrews 9:15 That is why he is the one who mediates a new covenant 
between God and people, so that all who are called can receive the eternal 
inheritance God has promised them. For Christ died to set them free from 
the penalty of the sins they had committed under that first covenant. 

Jeremiah 31:3 Long ago the Lord said to Israel: I have loved you, my 
people, with an everlasting love. With unfailing love, I have drawn you to 
myself 

Jeremiah 31:31-33 The day is coming, says the Lord, when I will make a 
new covenant with the people of Israel and Judah. This covenant will not be 
like the one I made with their ancestors when I took them by the hand and 
brought them out of the land of Egypt. They broke that covenant. But this is 
the new covenant I will make with the people of Israel after those days, says 



the Lord. I will put my instructions deep within them, and I will write them 
on their hearts. I will be their God, and they will be my people. 

John 3:16-17 For this is how God loved the world: He gave his one and 
only Son, so that everyone who believes in him will not perish but have 
eternal life. God sent his Son into the world not to judge the world, but to 
save the world through him. 

Luke 22:20 after supper he took another cup of wine and said, This cup is 
the new covenant between God and his people an agreement confirmed with 
my blood, which is poured out as a sacrifice for you. 

Titus 1:7-9 [AMP] For the overseer, as God’s steward, must be blameless, 
not self-willed, not quick-tempered, not addicted to wine, not violent, not 
greedy for dishonest gain but financially ethical. And he must be hospitable 
to believers, as well as strangers, a lover of what is good, sensible, upright, 
fair, devout, self-disciplined above reproach whether in public or in private.  
He must hold firmly to the trustworthy word of God as it was taught to him, 
so that he will be able both to give accurate instruction in sound, reliable, 
error-freed doctrine and to refute those who contradict it by explaining their 
error.

For we are not fighting against flesh-and-blood enemies, but against evil 
rulers and authorities of the unseen world, against mighty powers in this 
dark world, and against evil spirits in the heavenly places.  

Therefore, put on every piece of God’s armor so you will be able to resist the 
enemy in the time of evil. Then after the battle YOU WILL STILL BE 
STANDING FIRM. Stand your ground, putting on the belt of truth and the 
body armor of God’s righteousness. For shoes, put on the peace that comes 
from the Good News so that you will be fully prepared.  

In addition to all of these, hold up the shield of faith to stop the fiery arrows 
of the devil. Put on salvation as your helmet, and take the sword of the 
Spirit, which is the word of God. Pray in the Spirit at all times and on every 
occasion. Stay alert and be persistent in your prayers for all believers 
everywhere.
